What are the aims of the course?
	The BTEC Level 3 courses in IT has been designed to provide students with the essential knowledge, understanding and skills to progress into a specific area of work which will incorporate the use of ICT or move on to a more responsible job if already in employment.



What does it involve?
	The Course comprises of 12 units: 
Students are required to complete three mandatory units plus nine optional units that provide for a combined total of 120 credits which is equivalent to the Diploma 2 A levels. * Indicates units which must be taken to complete the subsidiary diploma equivalent to 1 A level.

	Coursework produced for each unit are assessed and graded internally.  All assessment for the BTEC Level 3 Diploma in IT is criterion referenced, based on the achievement of specified learning outcomes.  Each unit within the qualification has specified assessment and grading criteria which are used for grading purposes. 



Are there any specific entry requirements?
	The normal entry requirements apply for an Advance course (5 A*to C), including a minimum grade C for GCSE or BTEC Level 2 in ICT.



Why is it a useful qualification?
	The BTEC Level 3 Diploma in IT prepares students for employment in the appropriate vocational sector and is suitable for those who have decided that they wish to enter a particular area of work.
On successful completion of the BTEC Level 3 Diploma in IT students can progress into or within employment and/or continue their study in the same vocational area.
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
